Most people think that they see with their eyesuAlly ninety percent of
vision takes place in the brain.

Basically, what the eyes see are impressions lof. [&joout two million

optic nerves are required to transmit visual sigfi@m the retina—the
portion of the eye where light information is deedadr translated into nerve
pulses—to the brain’s primary visual cortex.

The brain uses memories to interpret what the isgpoas of light mean.
This process is much like decoding a message iemmgful information.

This is a recent discovery. It led to scientistsigeble to stimulate certain
areas in the brains of volunteers so that the velrs” saw” images that
their eyes were not focused on.

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How to Successfully Gain Visual Memories

Learning how to purposefully gain visual memorielt elp you gain
mastery of new devices, the faces of new peoplesaad learn necessary
information more quickly and accurately.

Since you were a baby you have been gaining viseahories that have
become more and more complex, the newer memories biilding of
information from older ones.

In the womb a baby can hear and feel includinghoM¢e do not know if
babies can taste before birth. We do know thaténwtomb babies cannot
make vocal sounds as air is lacking, and they dasg®as due to lack of
light.

Instinctively babies seek to learn everything tbhag about their world.

Until a child is about three years old they seegubanything they find into
their mouths. The also look at this object, feasitmuch as possible, turning
it usually while looking at it, plus they will trip get the object to make
noise.

Our early ability to gain visual memories and umstiEndings is so
interdependent on our other senses that studies alohild who quickly
masters walking; bypassing the tactile and spakpérience of crawling has
difficulties learning to differentiate shapes negtielearn to read. So these
children aged five and six years old, are encowragerawl a lot and this is
what handles their reading problems!

Being able to distinguish colors is a complicateacpss as unlike shapes, it

Is purely visual. Before a child can distinguiklk basic colors, such as red,

founder of a new art theory, and discoverer of Agvedd Vision. [Note: You

During the non-painting years | remained fascinated particle physics,
now known as elementary physics, which includechgua science.
Although string theory offered a new potential p@inting strings as
strokes, science did not offer any images of etragss appearance.

Throughout my life | have also been on a persopiaitsal journey, which
includes studying theology, especially the BibleeQlay | was in a lecture
and | heard the “Let there be light” of Genesisih:& whole new way. Or,
new to me, as the theology is among the most ahiciehe world.
